Equipped with co-working spaces and meeting rooms, this facility can be used
as a “third place”̶separate from workplace, school or home. It can be used for any purpose,
such as making the most of time spent waiting for trains or buses, or for teleworking.

This is an agricultural experience in which 
students stay at a farmhouse for a week, 
engaging in farm work and experiencing 
the reality of farm life, with the aim of 
learning about agriculture and rural life.

Having relocated from urban areas,
these people engage in a wide range of
activities while engaging with the community, 
such as working on issues
and doing farm work.

As an indispensable transportation for 
this mountainous region, the city 
operates a ride-share cab service and 
community bus service.

Watch up close and personal as two 
massive bodies, each weighing over a 
ton, clash powerfully with each other. 
Echigo-style bull sumo generally ends 
in a draw. The skill and bravery of 
the seko attendants, responsible for 
separating the excited bulls, are also 
well worth witnessing.

Ojiya Festival
Huge karakuri lanterns are paraded with musical 
accompaniment and lively shouts. The finale, 
featuring the Super Wide Vesuvius Star Mine and 
approximately 7,000 fireworks launched by 
donations from local residents, is one of the most 
powerful sights in all Niigata.

Katakai Festival
Held on September 9 and 10
every year. The town is energized by 
traditional events such as the launch 
of the world's largest Yonshakudama 
firework, as well as “tsutsubiki” and 
“tama-okuri”. This festival takes 
pride in its 400-year traditions.

Nishikigoi Carp Show
Nishikigoi carp breeders in 
Niigata Prefecture exhibit their 
multicolored Nishikigoi carp, 
compete for the best coloration 
and body shape. The show 
attracts many people, including 
the general public, Nishikigoi 
carp fanciers, and buyers from 
Japan and abroad, who come 
to catch a glimpse of these 
“swimming jewels”.
